2017 Set Subject Definitions
(All photos may be colour or Black and White unless otherwise stated).

January 2017: Vanishing Point
The point at which receding parallel lines viewed in perspective appear to converge.

February 2017: Street Photography
An image that features human activity in a candid situation within public places (may or may not contain people).

March 2017: After Sunset
An image taken after the sun has set and before first light in the morning.

April 2017: Weather
The state of the atmosphere at a particular place and time as regards heat, cloudiness, dryness,
sunshine, wind, rain, etc.

May 2017: Time
A picture that depicts the passage of time.

June 2017: Something Blue
Blue is the dominant colour tone in this picture.

July 2017: Patterns and Textures
Any form, colour or sequence repeated to create an interesting subject.

August 2017: Photojournalism
Image or collage that engages the viewer with informative content and emotional impact
May include human interest, documentary and news.

September 2017: Door(s)
An image of a door(s) (physical or metaphorical) or anything that has a door as the predominant feature.

October 2017: Fashion Photography
A photograph featuring a display of fashion in wearing apparel.

November 2017: Sport / Action
Capturing action at its peak is the ultimate goal (minimal manipulation).

December 2017: At Work
An image showing work in progress.

2017 Special Subject Definitions
(All photos in the “Special Subjects” can be any size as long they fit on an A4/8 x12 sheet)

March 2017: Portrait

The image must capture the likeness of a person or a small group of people (a group portrait) in which the face and
expression is predominant. The objective is to display the likeness, personality or even the mood of the subject.

June 2017: Landscape
‘Landscape’ is defined as outdoor images of the natural environment with minimal evidence of human habitation.

September 2017: Reflection
An image which has been captured with the use of a reflective surface.

December 2017: Monochrome
A photograph in varying tones of one colour.
